The Androscoggin Canoe Trail is becoming a reality

hile most everyone knows
the venerable Appalachian
Trail, stretching from Maine to

Georgia, the idea for a new kind of trail
is taking shape within the Androscoggin
watershed. With initial support from the
National Park Serviceis River and Trails
program, the Bethel-based Mahoosuc
Land Trust is well on its way to making

the Androscoggin Canoe Trail (ACT) a
reality.

Current efforts are focused on the
Shelburne, N.H., to Rumford, Maine,
section of the river, but the hope is for the
ACT to one day stretch from source to sea.
The water-based ACT is a series of low-
key, well-designed public access points
for canoes and kayaks, located every five
to seven miles. Clear signage, maps and
other supporting materials are part of the
